The certificate course ‘Communication Made Easy’ AS23CME officially commenced on 1

Nov 2023. 57 students from different disciplines enrolled for the course. After the introductory
. session, a diagnostic test was conducted to identify potential learning gaps. After introducing
sounds, all the sessions were focused on framing appropriate sentences for cveryday
transactions and formal transactions. Role play, skits, interactive segments were arranged to
~ transact the objectives of the curriculum. A descriptive test and viva voce was conducted at
the end of the 30 hour session to assess the effective implementation of the curriculum. The
